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Water conditions
Improvements in drought conditions across 
the state may be slowing. In the last week, 
drought contraction in South Texas was 
nearly equaled by expansion in West  
Texas. As a result, the latest drought map, 
for conditions as of June 24, shows little 
net change in drought area statewide.
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Drought change in the last month
In the last four weeks, drought area in the state 
contracted from 39 percent on May 27 to 30 
percent on June 24. Drought was eliminated from 
the Panhandle. Many areas in the southern half of 
the state experienced at least one category  
of improvement.
